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Mobile Sink Cabinet  
 

General Description: The mobile sink cabinet includes a self-contained water system providing  

   water to the faucet using an onboard battery and pump. 

Basic Operation:   The sink unit is provided with an automatic electric pump that will operate 

   whenever a faucet is turned on.  A manual switch is provided on the side  

   of the cabinet to disable the pump when the unit will not be used for an  

   extended period.  If the water supply runs out, the pump may run dry and  

   must be turned off manually.   

Servicing:   The cabinet must have the supply tank replenished and the waste tank  

   emptied as needed.  It is important to empty the wastewater tank whenever 

   the supply is refilled to avoid overflowing the waste tank.  The wastewater 

   tank is provided with a spigot that may be used to empty water from the  

   tank by rolling the cabinet over top of a floor drain and sliding the tank to  

   the edge of the cabinet floor so that the drain outlet overhangs the cabinet  

   bottom.  If the waste tank is removed for emptying, it is important to note  

   that loops in the drain hose may contain water.  Lower the tank to the floor 

   and extend the drain hose before removing it from the neck of the waste  

   container to avoid a spill. 

Sterilizing:  The water tanks are laboratory grade polyethylene.  They may be   

   disinfected with chlorine as required.  Unscented plain household bleach  

   of 5.25% concentration may be used.  To sterilize a full five gallon tank of 

   water, use 75 ml bleach or 2.5 fluid ounces.  Run the water until a chlorine 

   smell is observed at the faucet.  It is best to leave the chlorinated water in  

   the system for 24 hours and then refill the system with fresh water.  The  

   standard polyethylene water tanks cannot be autoclaved.  Special   

   autoclavable tanks are available. 

Faucet:  The cabinet may be equipped with a manual or automatic faucet.  The  

   automatic faucet is powered separately by its own batteries.  Instructions  

   for the automatic faucet are included with this package.  It is best to set the 

   automatic faucet to the water saver mode.  
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Battery and Charger: The cabinet is equipped with a 12 volt sealed lead-acid battery and   

   charger.  The battery is rated to operate the pump a minimum of one hour.  

   In the event that the battery needs to be replaced, it should be replaced  

   with McMaster-Carr number 7448-K39 or equal.  The battery must be a  

   sealed lead-acid type.  The cart should be plugged in overnight at least  

   once for every ten tanks of water.  The charger is automatic and the  

   battery cannot be overcharged.  The charger is provided with lights to  

   indicate when battery is fully charged.  Instructions for the battery charger  

   are included with this package. 

Troubleshooting: In the event that the pump fails to operate, ensure that the battery is fully  

   charged.  If the unit still fails to operate, it is possible that the fuse has  

   blown.  An in-line fuse holder is provided between the battery and switch.  

   Check and replace if necessary.  Be sure to replace with the same amp  

   rating. 
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
